and then the limitations that come with the Realtek chip, as the new player is built around th e 

RTK1283, the same as some other recently released players that gotten a lot of attention. DviCo is 
now ready to grab a part of that attention tooé Letôs see how it tends to cope with thaté 
 

Dvico TViX M-6600 



The TViX M-6600  

The TViX M-6600 is a unit 

you either like or not by 

design. The front includes 
the display while on top of 

the unit the operating 
buttons are incorporated. From 

the side of the unit, you can see 

the SD card slot and a huge but 
silent fan while on the other 

side the hard drive 
compartment is located. On a 

personal note, I think the 
unit is ok in general. Tastyé 

 

 
 

The rear end is what puts us off a little, itôs empty 
and does not impress. This is mainly due to no 

component being integrated to the unit any longer 
and the big fan requires the size of the unit. The 

outputs are limited to HD MI 1.3, optical and 

coaxial, composite with stereo L + R, 2 USB hosts, 
1 USB slave and the RJ-45 network connector.  

 
 

 

The compartment used 

for the tuners is still the 

same however now 
can be used 

together with a 
dual tuner as 

well allowing 

record and 
watching DVB-T 

at the same time. Adding the tuner is easy, getting 
it out (for whatever reason) is still a pain as with 

the previous units. (T341 is dual DVB-T tuner/ 

T321 is dual ATSC tuner) 

In general the unit is stylish enough to appeal but 

slightly too big caused by the fan in height, the 
width of the unit is bigger than the previous TViX 

models we liked so much and our disappointment 
is funded a little by an empty looking rear end  

caused by the size mostly as well. The unit 

measures 21.7 width and depth without connectors 
attached (itôs a square unit) and is almost 7.5cm 

high.  
 

The standard package includes the remote, 
batteries, composite cable, USB cable and a 

bracket for the hard drive.  

Interface and Setup  

Boot time of the unit is less than 30 seconds.  Once 

booted the interface draws you in with the big 
icons and sliding selection or what DviCo calls the 

ñrevolver UIò. The icons have a text label. When 
using a tuner, the startup would default to HDTV 

which I would prefer to be Video  as it will be more 

often used in conjunction with the TViX M -6600. In 
an updated release DviCo turned this into the 

player remembering its last position and defaulting 
to the last selected item whenever returning to the 

main menu which we feel is an improvement over 
the earlier method. Great!  Interface has gone 

ñnoirò as well after we recommended that as it 

used to be a mix of ñgray and greenishò as shown 
in several images still on the right.  

 

 
 

The background is grayish and could do with ñblueò 

or ñblackò to be consistent with the rest of the 
playerôs color scheme. Overall it looks fine though 

and does not show any indication it i s Realtek. 
 

Main categories in order are DTV, Schedule and 

recordings, Video, Music, Pictures and finally 
Setup. 

 

 
 

IMS is one of DVICoôs latest additions which is 

some sort of Internet Manager System. It includes 
online video content, RSS, weather, search 

function for videos on 
YouTube and then 

some other stuff. We 
donôt intend to play 

too much with those 

inside this review so 
we leave this part up 

to you to explore.

Setup of TViX 



As before, TViX is rather easy to setup and reacts 

fast to commands issued by the remote. Yet 
another time, DviCo sticks to ñlocalò operations 

mainly so without the overhyped and torrent 
integration and slow online content which I feel is 

a good decision. It leaves every single bit of 

memory and power to the core  of the unit, media 
playback. 

 
Setup is arranged using 5 categories starting with 

System settings, Audio and Video, HDTV, PVR 
settings, Network and Miscellaneous settings. 

 

System is where we can set 
the overall language of the 

system interface which as 
usual is a long list. 

 

 
 

The file list type allows switching between list 
mode, icon mode (known from the previous 

players) and the default Realtek ñpreviewò window 
mode. The view can be changed without entering 

the setup menu using the functions on the remote 

which we will see later on.  
 

Date and time can be set to manual, TV (DVB-T) or 
via network. Unfortunately we noticed for some 

time zones this does not work properly as I needed 
to offset the time zone to get the right time.  

 

Other options include setting the screensaver time 
out which starts at 10 minutes and should get 

some lower intervals added (starting from 1 
minute). The Auto Run allows setting the unit to 

start playing content in several modes including 

random, repeat or even both. 
 

Whatôs good is that the TViX M-6600 can now have 
its image shifted left right, up and down using the 

Screen Position setting. 

 

 
 

Within the system settings is a disk check option 
which is limited to check the disk for errors. We 

whether see this become a disk management that 
includes formatting hard drive and run some disk 

check options. 

 
Finally thereôs a setting that allows setting the 

player back to factory defaults just in case 
anything goes wrong. 

 

Audio and Video settings 
is where we can set 

some preferences 
concerningé wellé audio and video. 

 

 
 

Audio setup is the best featured item here with a 
nice switch board where we can set everything to 

our custom needs. 

 
 

Video output features NTSC or PAL and then starts 
from 720p up to 1080p in  both 50 and 60Hz. An 

auto switch is provided to switch between NTSC 
and 1080p 24Hz. This option should be extended 

to PAL / NTSC / 1080p 24Hz. Also, auto frame rate 

detection and native resolutions would be great.  
 

Other options include the selection of aspect ratio 
(4:3 Pan & Scan, Letter Box, 16:9) and the video 

adjust options that include the usual BCS controls 
(Brightness, Contrast, Hue and Saturation) which is 

accessible using the Setup button during movie 

playback. 
 

 
 



 

With the new TViX M-6600 
comes the single tuner 

optional (DVB-T) or an 
optional dual tuner which 

allows recording and watching at the same time. 

Know this is limited to TV though so you cannot 
watch a DVD ISO file from hard drive while 

recording is in progress. 
 

 
 

The overall settings for HDTV  includes a long list 

of supported countries including Australia, Finland, 
France, Germany, Italy, Korea, Spain, Sweden, 

USA, UK, Russia, Czech, China, Hong Kong, Japan, 
Brazil, Argentina, India, Vietnam, Singapore, 

Malaysia, Taiwan, Belgium, Netherlands, 
Luxembourg and finally New Zeeland. 

 

Rests of the options include time zone settings, 
daylight savings on or off, default audio language 

and a channel scan function. 
 

 
 

The PVR section is limited to 
the absolute necessary which 

allows setting the TimeShift 
option in a range from 30 minutes up to 4 hours or 

as long thereôs free space on the hard drive 
internally. 

 

 

 

 

 
 
TimeShift can in addition be set to on or off 

meaning as soon as you watch TV the TimeShift 
kicks in or is manually started whenever needed. 

 

Overall configurations are neat and clean. 
 

Network settings are the 
usual settings weôd expect. 

Both fixed cable and wireless 
option is available as the unit 

comes with Wireless built in.  

 

 
 

Unfortunately so far DviCo has not added auto 
browsing network yet as an option next to the 4 

targets we can add fixed to the drive. The system 

is the same as with the earlier M-6500 unitsé 
 

 
 

We can use samba with guest user or enter user 

name and password. The usual NFS option is here 
as well which is great and I believe the first 

RealTek to do this by default as all came without 
NFS which I feel is a mistake! Well done for DviCo 

to not have us ask this again as we had to do w ith 

all others so far. 
 

Thereôs some info about current network settings 
that can be called from here and finally a 

username and password is displayed which allows 
connecting to the unitôs internal hard drive over an 

FTP program. 

Misc settings is all about 
settings that do not belong to 

the other sections including 
slide show effects that can be set at random or a 

preferred transition.  A total of 7 transitions are 

included: 
 

¶ Cross Fade 

¶ Left to Right  

¶ Top to Bottom 

¶ Waterfall 

¶ Shake 

¶ Dissolve 

¶ Strip left down 

 

 
 

Further options include slideshow delay ranging 
from 2 seconds to 2 minutes. We prefer this to be 

custom as the intervals go from 2 to 5 seconds, 10, 
30, 1 and 2 minutes. Not a lot of room for custom 

preferences.
