@ To make this work, the jar file from https://github.com/datadog/java-dogstatsd-client#java-dogstatsd-client must be placed under confluence
/WEB-INF/lib and Confluence must be restarted. This will load the jar file into the Tomcat.

The script is executed by an Event Handler in Confluence:
